Mr. Gerst recognized Transit Driver Cindy Sherwood whose efforts helped save the life
of a Transit client.

Mr. Finn thanked the League of Voters and Danville Elks for hosting the Candidates
Night for judicial and supervisor candidates. Mr. Finn also issued a reminder on the
importance of voting, noting that although the primary does not have a lot of contested
races, voters will be deciding a County judicial seat. The elected judge will serve at least
10 years.
